When is the best time to start work in the UK?  To start on the Guaranteed Payment Scheme it is best to arrive about a month—6 weeks into the start of the school year ( October) or anytime after that. Further Opportunities for Long Term Blocks of work The vast majority of teachers that start on the GPS contract are offered long term blocks of work within the first 5 weeks of teaching in England.    
What is the Pay like? The rate of pay depends on the location of the branch that you sign up with. We deal with city and more rural locations and the rates of pay reflect the cost of living in those areas. We are competitive and the GPS contract will allow you live, save and travel on the income you will receive.  
What’s the catch? There are certain conditions you need to  abide by. Some of our branch locations would require you to have your own transport to get to the more rural schools. You also have to be prepared to travel a certain distance if asked ( again this depends on the branch).
