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Greater London is served by 12 Tube lines, along with the Dockland Light Railway (DLR) and 
an interconnected  local train network. Trains generally run between 5am and midnight, 
Monday to Saturday. Operating hours are reduced on Sunday. Some other useful tips when 
using the Tube: Avoid travelling during the rush hours if at all possible, Check the front of the 
train for the correct destination and  Stand on the right when using escalators  
Zones and Tube Fares 
London's transport map is divided into six concentric zones with Zones 1 and 2 in Central 
London and Zone 6 covering the outer edge of the capital. You should consider an Oyster Card 
and/or a Travelcard to get the best fares and beat the queues. If you're caught on the Tube 
without a valid ticket you're liable for an on-the-spot fine. Oyster Card prices are always 
cheaper than paper tickets for the Tube. The cash single fare for all journeys via Zone 1 is £4, 
up to £2.40 more than the Oyster fare.
