Your Teacher Registration- THE FACTS

Victorian Institute of Teachers

When teachers graduate they are required to register with VIT as a Probationary Teacher. Once registered as a Proba-
tionary Teacher they have two years to gain Full Teacher Registration. If they do not gain their Full Registration within
this time they can re-apply. There is currently no time limit on when graduates first need to apply for their probationary
status. There are two ways to gain Full Registration as a teacher:

Evidence based program: A probationary teacher must work 80days in a school and produce a portfolio of work that
their principal assesses and submits for approval to VIT.

Provisional Program: This is for teachers that are teaching interstate or overseas. They can apply as an experienced
teacher for Full Registration if they have worked 80 days or more in a school. The principal of the school would need to
assess against 3 criteria issued by VIT and submit to VIT for assessment to gain Full Teacher Registration.

Education Queensland- QLD College of Teachers

When you complete your teaching qualification in QLD you can apply and gain a Provisional Teaching Registration which
lasts for 4 years. You have to pay an annual subscription and you have to teach 200 days in Australia or NZ within 4 years
to gain your full registration. If you do not gain your full registration in the 4 year period then you simply re-apply for
your Provisional Registration. The QLD College of Teachers suggest that you do not apply for your Provisional Registra-
tion until you plan to start teaching in QLD. UK teaching experience does not count towards the 200 days needed to gain
your Full Teaching Registration but your salary will increase based on any experience you have from the UK.

NSW Institute of Teachers

If you get a Full time Job in NSW It takes 1 yr to complete Full Teacher Registration but if you are Casual NSW teacher it
takes 3 Yrs to complete your NSW Teachers Registration.

If you travel overseas first you have to email the NSW Institute of Teachers and inform them that you want to take leave
and to freeze your account. You have to be going overseas or interstate for more than 6 months and less than 5 years.

If you are away for over five years you would have to re-apply but this is easy, and you would simply be allowed the
same time as above to complete the registration.(If you leave it 10 years though you may need to re-train).

UK experience is not counted towards your NSW Registration but your salary will increase based on any experience you
have from the UK.
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
